Unit numbers may be picked up from parade Chairman Don Duso at the Vet’s Club, 173 Broadway

Unit numbers must be displayed on the RIGHT FRONT of each unit.
Any float, car, or marching unit not behaving in a proper manner will be asked to leave the parade.
